


1. What is a Provisional List of  
 Electors

A provisional List of Electors is the list that 
is produced after the initial period of regis-
tration. It is the list that will be displayed at 
Voter Registration Centers for voters who 
have registered to inspect and locate their 
names. Voters whose names are on the list 
can also object to a name on the list, if they 
think such names do not qualify to register 
as voters.  

2. Where will the provisional list  
 be published so that I can   
 check for my name?

The provisional list will be put up at Voter 
Registration Centers, and everyone will 
have to go there to check for their voter 
information.

3. I registered during the 
 registration period but my   
 name is missing in the 
 provisional list.  What should I  
 do?

If you were registered but cannot locate your 
name on the List, you should complete what 
is called a Form D (Advice of Omission from 
the Register) and submit it to the Assistant 
Registration Officer or the Registration 
Officer in your area. 

During this period, you will have the opportu-
nity to make a claim of omission from the 
Register. 

You should get an Omission Form from the 
Voter Registration Center and complete it.  
The registration officer will help you to com-
plete it and advise you on what to do next.

 4. What is an omission period?

It is a period that gives the opportunity to 
people who have their names missing from 
the provisional List of Electors to submit 
claims to the Registration Officer/Assistant 
Registration Officer for inclusion.   

5. What is an Omission Form

Omission Form is known as Form D. It is 
used to include a missing name or voter 
information from the Provisional Voters list. 
     

6. What is an objection period?

It is a period that gives an opportunity for 
registered voters to object to other person’s 
name on the List on grounds that the person 
is not:
- Entitled to be on the List.

   

7. What is an Objection Form?

Objection Form is known as Form E (Notice 
of Objection by another Elector).  It is used 
to object to a name in the voters list. e.g. for 
a person who is not entitled to register.  

8. What is Public Inquiry   
 /Hearing Period

Public hearing is the period during which 
the Revising Officer will conduct a public 
hearing to investigate into the claims of 
omission and objections received during the 
omission and objection period. 

It is the time where, people who submitted 
these claims will have to come and give 
evidence supporting their claims for adjudi-
cation by the Revising Officer. 
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
